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4. Following aspects may be considered with a view to strengthen-
ing the exi§ting Joint security system.

a. Currently in Japan, there exist side by side the Self

Defense Forces and the United States Forces, Japan. Although the
Administrative Agreement provides in Article XXIV that in the event
of hostllitles or lmminently threatened hostilities, the two Govern-—
ments "shall lmmediately consult together with a view to taking neces-
sary Joint measures for the defense oft the Japan area, the Security
Treaty itself does not stipulate any obligation cn the part of the
United States Forces to defend Japan, nor is there any explicit under-
standing between the two Governments as to the basic relations of co-
operation as between the Self Defense Forces and the United States
Forczs, Japn. In this respect, there is a cuestion as to whether
the two Govermments should agree, within the framework of the existing
Security Treaty; on the basic principles of croperation between the two

forces.



b. The disposition, or the planning on the withdrawal, of the
Un;tad States Forces, Japan has bzen subject to consultation at the Japa-
nese-American Security Committes. However, the withdrawal of the United
States Forces has been expsdited considerably, and the possibility exists
that the build-up of the Self Defense Forces may not be able tn catch
up with it, especially in the fleld of eir-defense. The consultation
on the disposition of the United Stotes Forces should tharefore be
strengthened with a view to securing the defense of ths Japan area by
the combined capabilities of the Self Defense Forces and the Unlted
States Forces.

c. Japan has to continue to depend on the military assistance
of the United States for the modernization and reinfercement of ‘the eguip-
ment of the Self Defense Forces. In this respect the Japanese Govern-
ment has to take steps in respect to the measures for the protection of
security as well as the acceptance of modern vezpons. On the other
hand, it is h~ped that the Unitaci States theuld continue to give favourable
consideration for militery assistance to Japan so that the Japanese defense

build~up program could he successfully carried en.
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5. Thera’ are certain aspects of the existing security system to
which some ad;ustment is deemed desirable., The problem nf the adjust-
ment moy lead us to the more basic question of rewriting the existing
treaty into a treaty of outual assistance. So far as a mutual asslistance
typz of treaty is concerned, a Question has been vhether the United States
could enter into one with Japan if Japan comit herself to (1) the mutual
assistance in defense activities within the Constructional limitatiens,
{(2) providing facilities within Japan, and (3) cooperation and mutual as-
sistance in logistical support. At the same time, a mutual essistance
type of treaty with the United States having far-reaching political
implications in Japan, this question has to be studied very carefully.
Meanwhile, the following questions present themsalves within the frame-
work of the existing treaty. ‘

b. The controversy- in Japaﬁ-over nuclear weapons has been intensified
since last fall when the USSR announced her success in ICBH and artificial
satellite., Comuunist countries have since then proposed the estatlishment
of denuclearized zones, and the USSR has anncunced unilateral but conditlenal
suspension of nuclear bomb test. Furthermore, as contreversies over the
military vases of the Unibed states Forces hm;e gradually subsided, the
